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Biei Shirogane Onsen Hot
Spring (Altitude 640m),
which sits at the foot of
Mt. Tokachi-dake, is one
of the natural hot spring
areas in the Daisetsu
national park. This is a
complex of magnesium
and calcium sulfate,
chloride, bicarbonate, and
iron-containing springs,
and was gushed out in
August 1950. It was
named "Shirogane
Onsen" (platinum hot
spring) after the Biei
mayor at that time who
said, "l felt like | had
found precious platinum
in the mud" when he
successfully developed
the hot spring.
